A cat with its right hand raised symbolizes prosperity and stands in the back of the 
business for the owner, whose office was usually in the back. 
 The history of the maneki neko dates back during the Edo period in Japan (17th century to mid-19th century). One legend tells of a wealthy man who stood under a tree next to a temple 
during a thundering rainstorm. A cat was beckoning to him, so the man followed the cat inside the temple. Suddenly, lightning struck the tree. The man was so grateful because the cat saved his 
life. The cat became a benefactor of the temple and brought it much prosperity. When the cat passed away, a statue was made in its honor.
